	1. To approve special resolution 1 relating to byelaw 1.4.4. The proposal is that all U21 players must wear a compliant helmet and faceguard in training and games.
	
	
	

	1b. To approve the safety standards for helmet manufacturing related to introducing a wider range of helmets for use in shinty. This will be detailed in byelaw 1.4.4 and is in relation to our existing byelaw and amended special resolutions proposals 1, 2 + 3. For clarity this amendment is as a result of Brexit and purely about updating the safety specifications that helmet producers must meet. It does not change in any way the rules on wearing or not wearing helmets (those proposals are below). It simply keeps our byelaws up to date with helmet manufacturing standards. 
	
	
	

	2. To approve special resolution 2 relating to byelaw 1.4.4  - The proposal is that all players must wear a compliant helmet in training and games. This relates to the helmet only in its raw form (i.e. nothing to do with a faceguard, just the part around the head). 

	
	
	

	3. To approve the amended special resolution 3 relating to byelaw 1.4.4. The proposal is that all players must wear a compliant faceguard in training and in games.

	
	
	

	Only if resolution 3 (above) fails to acquire the appropriate number of votes would we need to consider the original proposal. The original proposal is that all players must wear a compliant faceguard in training and in games by 2024.
	
	
	

	4. To approve the amended special resolution relating to byelaw 5.1  - The Company shall hold a General Meeting in every calendar year at its Annual General Meeting in Fort William on the last week in November on a date determined by the Board of Directors or otherwise as may have been decided at the previous Annual General Meeting. Each Member shall have voting rights as set out in Article 2.6

	
	
	

	Only if resolution 4 (above) fails to acquire the appropriate number of votes would we need to consider the original proposal.
The Company shall hold a General Meeting in every calendar year at its Annual General Meeting in Fort William in November on a date determined by the Board of Directors or otherwise as may have been decided at the previous Annual General Meeting. Each Member shall have voting rights as set out in Article 2.6


	
	
	

	5. To approve the resolution related to Referee Match Fee (Article 3.3) - The Camanachd Referees Association propose that Members approve an increase in the Referee Match Fee from the current £35/game to £40/game from the beginning of the 2023 season. The Referee Match Fee was last increased at the 2015 AGM.

1 As a member of the Company you are entitled to appoint a proxy to exercise all or any of your rights to attend, speak and vote at a general meeting of the Company. You can only appoint a proxy using the procedures set out in these notes.
2 To be valid this form of proxy must be received at the Company’s registered office at PO Box 5805, Inverness, IV1 9FX or by Email to Astie.cameron@shinty.com not less than 48 hours before the time of the meeting.

3 To direct your proxy how to vote on the resolutions mark the appropriate box with an "X". If no voting indication is given the Proxy will vote (or abstain from voting) as he or she thinks fit and will vote as he or she thinks fit on any other business which may properly come before the meeting.

4 Appointment of a proxy does not preclude you from attending the meeting and voting in person. If you have appointed a proxy and attend the meeting in person, your proxy appointment will automatically be terminated.
5 A proxy does not need to be a member of the Company but must attend the meeting to represent you. To appoint as your proxy a person other than the Chairman of the meeting, insert their full name in the box. If you sign and return this proxy form with no name inserted in the box, the Chairman of the meeting will be deemed to be your proxy. Where you appoint as your proxy someone other than the Chairman, you are responsible for ensuring that they attend the meeting and are aware of your voting intentions.
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
